How many bulbs do I need? 
For visual arts and studio applications, we recommend 
an illuminance level of 80 footcandles (800 lux). To 
achieve this level of illuminance, you will need 
approximately one A19 bulb for every 10 square feet of 
space. To illuminate a 100 square foot studio, for 
example, you will want to install ten of these A19 bulbs. 

Should I choose 5000K or 6500K? 
5000K is a neutral, bright white light that best 
approximates noon sunshine. 6500K has a slightly blue 
hue that best approximates north sky. Most customers 
�nd that the 5000K is ideal; some customers with north-
facing windows in their studio may prefer the 6500K to 
ensure a consistent match between their bulbs and the 
natural light. 

Where and how do I install these lamps? 
These lamps utilize the latest advancements in LED 
technology, but can be installed in any traditional 
lighting fixture as long as it utilizes an E26 or E27 base. 
Many of our customers who are painters choose to use 
these bulbs inside clip-on lamps on their easel. These 
lamps can also be used in table and task lamps as well
